Call to Order
The meeting was called to order at 7:00pm by President Van Petten.

Comments
Leslie Anderson addressed the Board.
Approve Agenda
Motion made by Jolly, seconded by McClurg to approve agenda with item added as presented, under Superintendents Report, item C, 8th Grade Promotion.  Motion carried 7-0.

Consent Agenda
Motion made by Moore, seconded by Harden to approve the consent agenda as presented, which included the minutes of May 11, 2009; check journals 1301, 1308; and the Treasurer’s report.  Motion carried 7-0.

Board Recognition
The retiring Board Members were each given a Kansas shaped walnut plaque with gold plate engraved with their respective years of service and a Lifetime Athletic Pass; Dr. G Daniel Harden 2001-2009; Dave Jolly 1997-2009; and Sandra Mumaw 2005-2009.  President Van Petten thanked them for their dedication and hard work.      

Fiscal Update
Mr. Myers gave the Board an update of the fiscal information as it currently stands; next year’s BSAPP $4,280; LOB figured at BSAPP $4,433; budget adjustment for next year $247,000 (using current FTE); SPED increase $88,000; health insurance projected increase $77,000 equaling $412,000 less for operating expenses.  
HS Counselor Position
Motion made by McClurg, seconded by Moore to fill the HS Counselor vacancy.  Motion carried 5-2, with Harden and Jolly against.
ARRA Money
Motion made by McClurg, seconded by McMahon to accept the American Recovery & Reinvestment Act Money, approx $441,000, at a rate of $4,280 BSAPP for 2009-10, $218/student; without acceptance of this money the following positions would have been eliminated: three ES/IS Teachers, one ES Music, one HS English, one MS Math, one MS Counselor, one HS FACS, and one HS Business.  Motion carried 6-1, Harden abstained.
Keystone Issues
Mr. Myers shared with the Board that the current fiscal situation is having a direct impact on the funding expense of Special Education costs from Keystone Learning.  The Director is standing firm to “pass these assessment costs on” to the member districts.  The following resolution was read by Jolly, seconded by Harden:  Mr. President, in response to the Keystone actions and in light of the fiscal challenges facing school districts across the state and due to the fact that Keystone continues to issue unacceptable rate hikes a 25.5% increase in rate for USD 340 for the 2009-10 school year, be it resolved the Unified School District 340 Board of Education strongly requests that Keystone take any legal steps necessary, including the elimination of positions within the organization, to lower the increase in assessment rates for next year to a more reasonable percentage increase (10%).  Motion carried 7-0.    

Audit Agreement
Motion made by Jolly, seconded by Moore to approve the agreement of $9,250, with Berberich Trahan & Co PA, for year end auditing purposes.  Motion carried 7-0. 
Insurance Renewal
Motion made by Moore, seconded by Jolly to approve the recommendation as presented to purchase the comprehensive insurance policy for the district from Hilb Rogal & Hobbs at a renewal rate of $117,804, including the umbrella clause.  Motion carried 7-0.
Technology Support
Motion made by Jolly, seconded by McMahon to approve the contract agreement w/ Dynamic for technology support for 1040 hours @ $30 per hour totaling $31,200 to be paid in advance with the signing of the submitted agreement for 2009-10.  Motion carried 7-0.

Athletic Handbook
Motion made by McMahon, seconded by Moore to approve the 2009-10 Athletic/Activities Handbook as presented.  Motion carried 7-0.
Early Graduation Req
Motion made by Mumaw, seconded by McClurg to approve the early graduation request of Kaley Fox as presented.  Motion carried 7-0.

Computer Bids
Motion made by McMahon, seconded by Mumaw to table the computer bid.  Motion carried 7-0.

Fiber Project
Mr. Myers gave the Board an update on the fiber project that will provide the district with fiber optic internet service through SCI Cable.

MS Facility Projects
Mr. Myers reported that the roof is complete.  It was the consensus of the Board to get bids for both masonry work and replacement windows with efficiency studies to be provided.
MS Security Issue
Mr. Myers reported that the investigation is on-going, a report would be presented as soon as information was available from the Sheriffs Office.  Additionally, a keyless entry program was briefly discussed; main door access cost approx $4,400, each additional door $2,400.   
Executive Session
Motion made by McClurg, seconded by McMahon to adjourn to executive session per KSA 75-4319 for a period of thirty minutes to discuss matters of resignations, contracts, and negotiations, including Mr. Myers.  Motion carried 7-0.  A five minute recess was taken before adjourning to executive session.

The Board returned to open session at 8:51pm.
