4. Enroll as a full-time student with at least 12 hours of study for the initial Fall Semester.  Subsequent annual awards are dependent upon successful completion of a total of 24 credit hours per year with a minimum GPA of 3.0 as verified through a transcript and such documentation is solely the responsibility of the applicant.

5. Complete the application.

6. Write a personal essay describing yourself and your future goals.

7. Attach one letter of recommendation from a community member, other than a family member, who knows your character and potential.

8. Deliver all items needed for initial and follow-up consideration to the Jefferson West High School counselor on or before March 30th at 3 p. m.
