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INTRODUCTION
This handbook is designed to assist students and parents in the enrollment procedures at Jefferson West High School. It contains the requirements for graduation, college-bound recommendations, general information, NCAA freshman athletics eligibility, information about Kaw Area Technical School, course descriptions, and enrollment forms.

As students enter high school, they should continue to assess their abilities and interests as they work towards their life goals.  Students should select courses that will prepare them for their career choices.  Since most students are undecided about their futures, it is extremely important that they continue to take the classes that will prepare them for any option.  Parental involvement throughout this process is imperative.  Enrollment opportunities will be discussed with students, however, parents need to share in their student’s final course selections and are encouraged to contact the counselor at JWHS at any time during this important process.  Students will also be creating/updating their individual Four-Year Plan on the Kansas Career Pipeline website.  Parents, ask your student to show you their plan!
GENERAL INFORMATION
1. Student Classification is determined by year in school and units earned. Grade placement will
        be determined before the beginning of each academic year. 

9th Grade: A student is assigned to Grade 9 upon the satisfactory completion of Grade 8.

10th Grade: A student is advanced to Grade 10 when he/she has earned a minimum of five
(5) units of credit.

11th Grade: A student is advanced to Grade 11 when he/she has earned a minimum of ten
(10) units of credit.

12th Grade: A student is advanced to Grade 12 when he/she has earned a minimum of seventeen (17) units of credit and has six (6) semesters of credits in grades 9-11.

2.  
A Unit of Credit is given for the successful completion of any approved subject offered five periods per week for thirty-six weeks. All courses are evaluated on the unit basis as follows:   1 unit of credit will be given for a year course, 1/2 unit of credit will be given for a semester course, 1/4 unit of credit will be given for Driver’s Education taken during the summer through Jeff West, and for Teacher’s Aide and Work Study.   In addition, a student transferring from another school to Jeff West may receive 1/4 credit for some classes to accommodate the transfer.

3. Enrollment requirements - All students are required to be enrolled in a full schedule.  Limited exceptions may be granted to second semester seniors.  Students who plan to participate in KSHSAA-sponsored activities must be enrolled in (and passing) a minimum of five new subjects (those not previously passed) of .50 unit weight each semester. In order to participate in school activities and athletics a student must have passed at least five new subjects (those not previously passed) of  .50  unit weight the previous semester or the last semester of attendance. Incompletes are not considered passing grades. In addition, a student must have a current physical on file with the athletic director before he/she can participate in any athletic practice or competition.

4.  
Graduation - Only students successfully completing all the necessary requirements for graduation and in good standing are permitted to go through the graduation ceremony at Jeff West.

5.  
Summer School/Night School - If any student falls behind in attaining the units of credit
he/she will need for graduation, he/she may enroll in a VPL night school class at Jefferson West Academy for Adult Learners, Topeka Public Schools Continuing Education Program, or in an Independent Study through a university program for high school credit to earn the needed units.  He/she should visit with the counselor for more information.  These courses must be pre-approved by JWHS, and any tuition or fees is the responsibility of the student.
6.
Alternative methods of earning credit - All alternative programs must have the written approval of
       the building principal prior to the beginning of any such program.  This includes all Independent 


Study, Work Study, Homebound, Correspondence Course and G.E.D. programs. 

7.    Junior or Senior students may enroll as an aide one period each semester.
8.  The last day to withdraw from a course without the course appearing on a student’s transcript will be the           third week of each semester.  Any withdrawal after the third week of each semester will be reflected on           the student’s transcript as a “W”.  Any withdrawal after the quarter grading period of each semester      

       will be reflected on the student’s transcript as a “W-Pass” or “W-Fail”.
9.    All incompletes must be completed within two weeks from the end of the grading period or the “I”

will automatically roll over to an “F” unless there are extenuating circumstances approved by the

principal.

10. Students may repeat courses to improve their grade, but they may NOT receive credit a second time

for these courses.  This does not apply to courses that can be repeated for credit such as Vocal

Music, Band, Weightlifting, and some Art classes.
















HONOR ROLL

Honor Roll selection is determined each semester.  In order to be considered for Honor Roll, students must be enrolled in a minimum of five classes each semester with a .50 unit weight.  This includes second semester seniors.  This is the same criteria applied to all KSHSAA activities.  In addition, JWHS class Valedictorians must meet the Honor Roll criteria for all eight semesters.
ACADEMIC AND COMMUNITY RECOGNITIONS

Academic Awards have been an annual tradition at Jeff West since May 1978, when students of high academic achievement were given certificates and pins.  In May 1984, our Jeff West students designed a special academic medal which was given in lieu of the pins, and in May 1990, Jeff West began awarding an academic letter with the first medal a student earned. 

Academic Medals are awarded by faculty to outstanding academic achievers in their classes.  Students who earn a 3.5 or higher grade point average first semester and maintain it second semester will receive a “High Honor Roll” medal.
Academic Letters are awarded one time only, with the first academic medal awarded.

Excellence in Attendance pins and certificates are awarded to those who qualify according to office  records (less than 3 total absences, no more than 3 total absences from any one class and no more than 5 tardies).  Seniors receive this award at the Academic Awards Night.  All other students receive this award in the fall.

Community Service pins and certificates are awarded on four levels: Bronze, 50 hours; Silver, 75 hours; Gold, 100 hours; Platinum, 125+ hours.  Special pins and certificates are awarded to the top 3 individuals.  No more than 1/3 of total hours will be allowed in any one specific type of service.

Miscellaneous Academic Recognitions are made by the administration and vary from year to year.  They have included K-State Outstanding Math-Science Student (senior), Tandy Technology Scholar for Math/Science/Computer (senior), State of Kansas Scholars (seniors), Kansas Board of Regents Certificates of Recognition (seniors).

PASS/FAIL SYSTEM
Jeff West High School students may take certain courses only on a pass/fail basis.  A student who is enrolled in Work Study, as a teacher’s aide, office aide, or library aide will be enrolled in this class on the pass/fail system.  If the student completes the course satisfactorily he/she will receive credit for the course on his/her transcript and the letter grade P will be recorded for that class.  The course will not be used when determining student grade point average or class rank.  Other courses may be offered on a pass/fail system as deemed necessary and appropriate.

CLASS CHANGES
BEGINNING OF YEAR/1ST SEMESTER CHANGES
Students may make requests for changes in their class schedule the first 5 days of school.  Students must obtain a class change form from the counselor.   Parental approval will also be required.  The administration will determine if the request can and should be accommodated.  Changes will be granted based on what is best for both the student and the classes affected by the change, keeping in mind class balance, size, and make-up.  After the 5 days allotted for changes have passed, only changes deemed appropriate by the administration will be considered/made.

2ND SEMESTER CHANGES

During the first 3 days of the 2nd semester, students may make a request for class schedule changes.  If possible, all changes should be requested and approved prior to the end of the 1st semester. Parental approval will also be required.  Changes will be approved based on what is best for both the student and the classes affected by the change keeping in mind class balance, size, and make-up.  After the 3 days allotted for changes have passed, only changes deemed appropriate by the administration will be considered/made.

DUAL CREDIT COURSES /HIGHLAND COMMUNITY COLLEGE

Juniors and seniors with 14 or more units of credit may enroll in dual credit courses, if they meet the prerequisites for the course.  The student will receive high school credit as well as Highland Community College credit for successful completion of these courses if they complete the HCC enrollment process.  Additional assignments will be required of students taking these courses and the HCC attendance policy will be followed.  Tuition is the responsibility of the student and his/her parents and must be paid at HCC enrollment time, which is normally within two weeks after the start of the semester.   

Students must pre-enroll in these courses at JWHS and then complete the HCC enrollment with the HCC regional Representative at the beginning of each semester.  The anticipated cost will be $273 for a 3 credit course and $485 for College Biology, a 5 credit course.  The following courses are offered for dual credit at JWHS, pending sufficient enrollment & HCC approval of instructors.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT COURSES

     The Advanced Placement Program, or AP, is a voluntary program that offers students an opportunity to take one or more college-level courses while still in high school.  

     AP isn’t just for top students or those headed for college.  AP is the right choice for a student with a healthy curiosity about a subject and a strong work ethic.  JWHS students can choose from several courses, including Biology, Calculus, U.S. Government and Politics, U.S. History, Human Geography, and Chemistry.

     For inquisitive students, AP touches on a universe of knowledge that might otherwise remain unexplored in high school.  Each course is a unique learning experience in which students explore subjects from a variety of perspectives - including their own.

     AP also provides an end-of-course assessment that could lead to college credit.  Most of the nation’s colleges and universities have an AP policy that grants incoming students credit, placement, or both for qualifying AP examination grades.

KAW AREA TECHNICAL SCHOOL
A student interested in getting training in a specific vocational field can do so through the Kaw Area Technical School in Topeka.  U.S.D. #340 is a cooperating school district of KATS.  Programs offered include: Business Administrative Technology; Legal Office Professional; Medical Office Specialist; Warehousing/Sales; Computer Repair & Networking; Electronics Technology; Nursing Assistant; Practical Nursing; Pre-Nursing; Surgical Technology; Graphics/Printing; Photo Technology; Cabinet/Millwork;  Civil Engineering Technology; Interior Design; Technical Drafting; Child Care; Horticulture; Professional Cooking; Auto Technology; Collision Repair; Diesel Mechanics; Building Technology; Commercial Construction; Electricity, Heating & Air Conditioning; Industrial Technology; Machine/Tool Technology; Welding.

ELIGIBILITY FOR APPLICATION
Programs are offered to juniors and seniors and run for a specified number of clock hours.  Every morning students will be expected to attend 3 classes at Jeff West. In a 1080 hour program, it will take a student two years to complete the number of clock hours required for a certificate.  For 540 hour courses, it will take a student one year to complete the required hours for a certificate. A student interested in applying to become a student at KATS should visit with the school counselor.

COST & TUITION
U.S.D. #340 will pay the tuition of the students currently enrolled at JWHS.  The student at all times is responsible for the $20 enrollment fee, books, supplies, uniforms, and any tools needed for attending KATS. This cost will vary depending on the program the student is enrolled in at KATS.
TRANSPORTATION
U.S.D. #340 will provide bus transportation to and from KATS and Jefferson West High School.  A Jeff West student will attend KATS in the afternoon, thus, the bus to KATS will leave the high school parking lot at the scheduled time each school day.  The students will be bused back to Jeff West and will be returning at approximately 3:15 p.m.  The students can ride the district bus home after school if they so desire. All students must ride the bus to and from KATS.

The students may eat lunch at Jeff West during their 4th hour class and are expected to stay in the Commons area until the bus arrives. 

ATTENDANCE
The students will follow the Jeff West attendance policy for Jeff West classes, and they will follow KATS attendance policy for the hours/program they are enrolled in at KATS.  Any time students need to miss KATS due to a school-related activity at Jeff West, they can contact the counselor to be excused from KATS for the activity.  Students are expected to attend KATS even on days that Jeff West is not in session (exception to this is when school is closed on account of bad weather) and throughout both semesters.  If KATS does not have school and Jeff West does, then the students are expected to be at Jeff West for the morning classes. Students must complete 90% of their program clock hours to receive a certificate.
 GRADES
Students will receive a regular grade for class work taken at KATS.  Once a student receives the grade from KATS, it is transferred to Jeff West and becomes part of the student’s high school transcript. Grades will be figured in at the same point value as any class taken at Jeff West.  Students will receive 3 units per year for successful completion of the course work at KATS.  Students must maintain a C average in the KATS program to be allowed to continue in the program.  If a student falls below this average and receives a D or F at semester time, he/she will return to Jeff West and be enrolled in four additional classes at the high school.
NCAA FRESHMAN ATHLETICS ELIGIBILITY

Any student hoping to participate in intercollegiate athletics on the Division I or Division II level must fulfill their initial-eligibility requirements.  The NCAA requires the successful completion of 14 Core Courses.  As of August 1, 2008, Division I will require 16 core courses.  Division I has a sliding scale of test score and grade-point average.  Division II has a minimum grade point average of at least 2.0 on a 4.0 scale, and an SAT score of 820 or ACT sum score of 68.   A quick reference guide of core courses is provided below:

COURSE DESCRIPTIONS

ENGLISH/LANGUAGE ARTS

411001/411002  ENGLISH 1
YEAR
9
This class involves the study of the basics in grammar, literature, and composition.  Grammar consists of the parts of speech, capitalization and punctuation, subject/verb agreement, and correct verb usage.  Literature may include several short stories, poetry, drama, novels, Shakespeare’s Romeo and Juliet, and Homer’s The Odyssey. Composition involves learning to write topic sentences and well developed paragraphs.  The six trait writing style will be used.  Book reports may be assigned and may include classic, science fiction, mystery selections, etc.  The book reports may be presented orally, written, and/or on the accelerated reader. A three-ring notebook and pencil pouch with pens & pencils are required.
411011/411012  ENGLISH 2
YEAR
10
The course content of English 2 includes the reading of short stories, novels, biography selections, essays, poetry, and plays.  Grammar, spelling, and vocabulary are studied in conjunction with composition and literature.

411021/411022  ENGLISH 3
YEAR
11
The course content of English III includes the reading and response to various literary forms, composition, research skills, and further development of English skills such as writing, speaking, grammar, and reading comprehension. Literature studied begins with Native American texts and concludes with modern-day selections.
411031/411032  COLLEGE PREP ENGLISH 3
YEAR
11
This course is the same as English 3, using the same textbooks.  However, this course is accelerated, with the college-bound student in mind.  The amount of work and quality of work required will reflect this, and this class should better prepare those students wishing to take College English their senior year.  Emphasis will be on writing skills and a critical reading of literature.
411051 COLLEGE ENG. 1 / 411092 COLLEGE ENG. 2           YEAR
12
This is an advanced composition course as well as an intense study of English literature.  This class may be taken as a preparatory course or for 3 hours of college credit.  The course involves a substantial amount of writing and reading.  This is an essential class for students who intend to go to college. Prerequisite: Must have a grade of “A” or “B” in C.P. English 3 or the instructor’s permission.  Successful completion of College English 1 is required for College English 2.
411071/411072 SENIOR ENGLISH 
YEAR
12

The course content of Senior English includes the reading and response to various literary forms, composition, research skills, and further development of English skills such as writing, speaking, grammar, and reading comprehension. Literature studied begins with Old English texts such as Beowulf and concludes with modern-day selections.

411131/411132 READING LAB
SEMESTER/YEAR
9,10

This is a remedial reading class in which various methods are utilized to help increase students’ reading levels.  This course requires administrative placement and is determined largely by State Assessment scores and MAP test scores.  Enrollment by administrative placement only.


411220  PUBLIC SPEAKING
SEMESTER

The purpose of this course is to increase student understanding of the principles and applications of public speaking through analysis and practice in the areas of communication theory, topic selection, audience analysis, research, use of support materials, content organization, presentation, and evaluation of a variety of speeches.  This course may be taken for 3 hours of college credit.  A three-ring notebook is required.






411280  SHAKESPEARIAN DRAMA
SEMESTER                      10,11,12
This course will explore the life and various writings of William Shakespeare, including his sonnets and three genres of plays (comedies, histories and tragedies).  Students enrolled in this course will learn to distinguish drama as a literary type and to recognize the major forms.  Students will be expected to master a modest number of dramatic terms.  The class sessions will build on the assigned readings and in-class readings and branch off into discussion about the major themes and plot devices of each work.  Plays to be read will include Troilus and Cressida, MacBeth, King Lear (tragedies), The Merchant of Venice, TheTempest, Twelfth Night (comedies), Richard II and Richard III (histories).  Exams and essays as well as contribution to classroom discussions will be an integral element of this course.
411380  CREATIVE WRITING
SEMESTER                       10,11,12

This elective course is an introductory study of the art of fiction and poetry writing.  The course will examine in depth the fundamental elements and techniques of fiction writing:  point of view, structure, voice, character, detail, setting.  Each student will be required to complete two short stories and one revision.  We will also write roughly a poem per week, submit poems for workshop, conduct presentations of our own work, read articles on writing poetry, and discuss poetry.  We will work in free and traditional verse forms.  A selection of stories and poems from previous years’ classes will help illustrate these techniques and serve as models for student stories.
411480  INTRODUCTION TO FICTION/THE NOVEL
SEMESTER
  10,11,12

This course involves the study of prose fiction from British, American, and other national traditions.  The emphasis is on the critical analysis of the genre and a variety of fictional types from different historical periods.  Each student will be expected to read approximately two to four novels per month of the course.  Reading lists will be a mix of choice and assigned readings.

411341/411342  INTRODUCTION TO JOURNALISM
YEAR

Introduction to Journalism is a course in which students learn the history of the American press, layout and design, ethical practices in journalism, mass media law, photography, elements of advertising, desktop publishing, workplace skills, and styles of journalistic writing (including news, feature, editorial, commentary, sports).
411351/411352  YEARBOOK
YEAR

Students in this course create the yearbook. Students will plan, edit, design, and publish the Tiger yearbook. Students will take and edit photographs; design pages using Adobe InDesign and Adobe PhotoShop; write yearbook copy, headlines, and cutlines; sell advertising; and edit yearbook pages. Prerequisites: Introduction to Journalism and/or teacher approval. 




411391/411392  NEWSPAPER
SEMESTER/YEAR

Students in this course create the student newspaper. This course will give students the opportunity to experience practical and real-life issues dealing with journalism and newspaper publication. Students will write news, feature, and sport stories, and opinions. Students will use Adobe InDesign, Adobe PhotoShop, and Microsoft Word to create the publication. Prerequisites: Introduction to Journalism and/or teacher approval.



SOCIAL  STUDIES

412030  WORLD HISTORY 1
SEMESTER
9,10

World History 1 is a survey class covering the history of Ancient Civilization to the Age of Napoleon.  It will include Mesopotamia, Egypt, Indus Valley, China, Greece, Rome, Byzantine, Rise and Expansion of Islam, Incas, Aztecs, Medieval Europe, Feudalism, Middle Ages and Crusades, Rise of Universities, the Growth of Towns, Rise of a Middle Class, Renaissance, Reformation, Exploration, Age of Enlightenment, French Revolution, and Napoleon. 412040  WORLD HISTORY 2
SEMESTER

World History 2 is a survey class covering world events from 1820-2000.  The class will include both lecture and research-based approaches to the study of history.  Units of study will include:  Industrial Revolution, Spanish-American War, Imperialism, World War I and II, Korean War, Vietnam War, Civil Rights, Women’s Rights, Rise of Popular Culture, annotated bibliography project, and research paper.
412021/412022  AMERICAN HISTORY
YEAR
11
This course includes general descriptions of the events and personalities that shaped the United States. Through the study of American History, students understand the evidence of mankind’s record on earth and the implications it has for the future.  Utilizing analysis of historical eras, students will improve reading, writing and critical thinking skills.
412161/412162  AP UNITED STATES HISTORY
YEAR

The Advanced Placement program in United States History is designed to provide students with the analytic skills and factual knowledge necessary to deal critically with the problems and materials in United States history.  The program prepares students for intermediate and advanced college courses by making demands upon them equivalent to those made by full-year introductory college courses.  Emphasis will be placed on outside reading that supplements basic in-class materials discussed.  Students should learn to assess historical materials- their relevance to a given interpretive problem, their reliability, and their importance- and to weigh the evidence and interpretations presented in historical scholarship.  An AP U.S. History course should thus develop the skills necessary to arrive at conclusions on the basis of an informed judgment and to present reasons and evidence clearly and persuasively in essay format.  An AP test in this subject can be taken in May, at the student’s discretion, whereby college credit can be earned, if a sufficient score is earned.  
412050  AMERICAN GOVERNMENT 1
SEMESTER
12
This is a semester study of the functions and theory of government with special emphasis on the U.S. Constitution. This course will study the Congress, political parties, the Executive Branch and the electoral process, as well as the Judicial Branch and the Court Systems. 
412141/412142  AP U.S.  GOVERNMENT AND POLITICS             YEAR
12

Advanced Placement U.S. Government and Politics will give students an analytical perspective on government and politics in the United States.  This course includes both the study of general concepts used to interpret U.S. Politics and the analysis of specific contemporary examples.  It also requires students to familiarize themselves with the various institutions, groups, beliefs, and ideas that constitute our political system.  The major topics to be examined are:  constitutional underpinnings of US Government, political beliefs and behaviors, political parties, interest groups, and mass media, institutions of national government, public policy, civil rights and civil liberties.  Because this course is the equivalent of a college course and in order for students to perform well on the AP National Exam, students must meet the high expectations for the course and share the responsibility for mastery of the course objectives.  This involves the careful reading of the textbook, class participations, cooperation, and collaboration, as well as the knowledge and application of current examples of contemporary American politics.  An AP test in this subject can be taken in May, at the student’s discretion, whereby college credit can be earned, if a sufficient score is earned.  

412062  AMERICAN GOVERNMENT 2
SEMESTER
12
Government II is a semester class designed to expand on the study of, and issues from, Government I.  This class will deviate from traditional lecture-and-test format as much as possible, and draw more from student inquiry, discussion, and research.  The class will also examine state and local government, and read the novel Fahrenheit 451.  Prerequisite: successful completion of American Government 1.
412100  WESTERN CIVILIZATION 1
SEMESTER

WC 1 is the history of Ancient civilization to the Reformation.  It will include Mesopotamia, Egypt, Greece, Rome, Byzantine, Rise and Expansion of Islam, Medieval Europe, Feudalism, Middle Ages and Crusades, Rise of Universities, the Growth of Towns and Rise of a Middle Class.  The course will include lectures, class discussions, and mini research assignments.  Current events will be used to show how some areas have changed while other areas appear to have some of the same problems they have experienced for centuries.  Students will develop an understanding of how civilizations were formed and how they are coexisting in today’s global society.  This class may be taken for college credit.  
412130  WESTERN CIVILIZATION 2

AP Human Geography is a two semester course providing a systematic study of human geography organized in seven units.  The units are:  1)The Nature and Perspectives of Geography, 2)Population, 3)Cultural Patterns and Processes, 4)Political Organization of Space, 5)Agricultural and Rural Land Use, 6)Industrialization and Economic Development, 7)Cities and Urban Land Use.  This class introduces students to the systematic study of patterns and processes that have shaped human understanding, use, and organization of the earth.  Students will employ spatial concepts and landscape analysis to examine human organization of space.   An AP test in this subject can be taken in May, at the student’s discretion, whereby college credit can be earned, if a sufficient score is earned.  

MATHEMATICS
413111/413112 VPL MATH 1

The course includes material that focuses on arithmetic operations, problem-solving techniques, estimation of answers and measurement skills.  The emphasis is on the ability to understand and apply functional mathematics to solve problems in the world of work.

This math course is concerned with the solution of equations and inequalities and with the application of equation solving to problems.  The course covers rational and irrational numbers and their properties as they occur in solution of equations.  Graphing in the coordinate plane and working with polynomials and radical expressions are also included.  Ti 30 or higher calculator required.

This course is a study of points, lines and planes, and their relationship in space.  The ability to reason logically from a given statement to a desired conclusion is developed.  Theorems and postulates about polygons, transformations, and two- and three-dimensional measurements are studied.  Prerequisite: Incoming freshmen must have evidence of mastering Algebra 1 by earning an A or must obtain recommendations from both the Algebra 1 and Geometry teachers.

This course is a continuation of skills developed in Algebra 1.  There is more emphasis placed on factoring polynomials, solving quadratic equations, solving systems of equations, exponential logarithmic, polynomical, and rational functions, and applying properties of exponents and radicals. Prerequisite: Successful completion of Geometry and Algebra I.  Graphics calculator required.
413060  TRIGONOMETRY

413040 COLLEGE  ALGEBRA

414001/414002  PHYSICAL SCIENCE

This science course is designed to provide basic concepts in physical science.  First semester emphasizes the scientific method and the basic physics concepts of motion, energy, electricity and waves.  Second semester studies basic chemistry concepts and requires a major scientific research project.  This course develops a background for further course work in science.



414021/414022  BIOLOGY
YEAR
10
This course is an introduction to the unifying themes and principles of biology as well as a study of scientific methods and problem solving as applied to the life sciences.  Topics covered include ecology, biochemistry, genetics, evolution, animal behavior, the immune system, and energy.  Curriculum content follows the Kansas State Science Education Standards.
414041/414042  AP BIOLOGY
YEAR
     11,12
This course is offered concurrently through Highland Community College as a 5 credit hour class, and meets the general education requirements for most university bachelor degrees.  Enrolling for college credit is optional.  This is a general education course with study relative to the fundamental principles and processes of all the kingdoms of life, and their relationship to human interaction and effects.  Emphasis is placed on understanding the importance of environmental stewardship, current events in the field of genetics, and the evolution and classification of organisms.  Prerequisite: Biology with a grade of “A” or “B” or instructor’s permission.
414051/414052  ANATOMY AND PHYSIOLOGY
YEAR
     11,12 

This course is the science that deals with the human structure and functions of the human body.  Subjects covered include cytology, histology and the comprehensive study of the human systems.  Lab experiments will be a key component to this course.  Prerequisite: Biology with a grade of (A( or (B( or instructor’s permission.
414100  INTRODUCTION TO ASTRONOMY
SEMESTER
  10,11,12

This course involves the history and evolution of astronomy.  Topics such as constellations, types of telescopes, and planetary history will be covered.  The structure and evolution of the universe, from nearby planets to distant quasars, are examined.  Topics include discoveries concerning planets, stars, galaxies, pulsars and black holes as well as their evolution.

414101/414102  CHEMISTRY 1
YEAR
  10,11,12
This course covers the existence of elements, compounds, and mixtures as they occur in nature and under laboratory conditions.  The student will learn the procedure for writing and balancing chemical equations.  Emphasis will be placed on the properties and laws of gases, solids, and liquids. The properties and characteristics of many acids and bases will be examined.  This course involves many laboratory experiments.  This is one of the specific classes recommended by the Kansas Board of Regents for all students planning to go on to college.  Prerequisite: 1) Algebra 1 with a grade of “C” or better plus two years of science OR 2) Geometry with an “A” or “B” and one year of science, OR 3) Instructor’s permission. 
 414121/414122  AP CHEMISTRY 
YEAR
12
This is a second year chemistry course designed to provide a more in-depth study into chemistry.  A small amount of class time will be spent reviewing the areas of metric measurements, atomic structure and states of matter.  Much emphasis will be placed on new concepts such as kinetics, equilibrium (reaction and aqueous), thermodynamics, coordination compounds of transition metals and the study of carbon and its compounds.  Descriptive chemistry will be introduced via the study of representative elements.  This course involves many laboratory experiments and open-ended study projects.  This class is designed to prepare students to take the national Advanced Placement exam in the spring.  Student may earn college credit if they score well on this exam.  Prerequisite: Chemistry 1 with a grade of “A” or “B”.

414081/414082  PHYSICS
YEAR
11,12
Physics is a study of the processes and changes that affect everything from our daily lives to the entire universe.  This is one of the specific classes recommended by the Kansas Board of Regents for all students planning to go on to college.  Laboratory experiments will be used extensively.  Major topics include motion, force, energy, electricity, magnetism, atomic structure, waves, and light.  Prerequisite: Algebra 2 with a grade of “C” or better, two years of science or instructor’s permission.
414130 MEDICAL TERMINOLOGY
SEMESTER
11,12

This course covers the basic knowledge and understanding of medical language and terminology used in the health care profession.  Students will analyze individual word parts such as prefixes, suffixes and word roots, along with learning body system dynamics, basic medical language, body orientation, health, wellness, and disease terms.  Students will learn the basic components of medical terminology as it relates to each body system plus the instruments used in assessment will also be reviewed.

417471/417472  ENVIRONMENTAL RESOURCES AND WILDLIFE       YEAR       9,10,11,12

This science elective deals exclusively with the individual and their impact on the world around them.  We will discuss their role in the ever changing world.  History will be focused on as well as predictions of what the future holds for our planet and its ability to sustain life as we know it.  Students will focus on the changing environment and make knowledgeable predictions of how the future is, was and can be impacted by our actions now. 

417411/417412  ANIMAL SCIENCE
YEAR
10,11,12
This course allows for the in-depth study of agricultural livestock.  Some of the topics will be nutrition, meat science, animal reproduction, genetics, health, marketing, and selection of agricultural livestock.  Students will learn the importance of record keeping and genetic improvement with the use of computers.  Some time will be given to the students to construct projects that will relate to their SAE (supervised agricultural experience) or to conduct a research project to extend their learning. Through this course the student will learn that proper care and selection of agricultural livestock will increase their knowledge of the animal and the profit that the producer will receive.  This class can be taken as a science elective.
417421/417422  PLANT AND SOIL SCIENCE
YEAR
10,11,12
This course allows for the study of plants and soils plus career opportunities that are associated with the production of plants and foods.  This course will study several areas including soil formations, fertility practices, soil conservation, land classification and home site evaluation.  The life, parts, identification, and reproduction of plants will also be studied during the length of the course.  Some time will be given to the student to construct projects that will relate to their SAE or to conduct a research project related to the course content to extend their learning.  Through this course the student will learn the requirements necessary to produce and market the agricultural crops plus the opportunities in agronomy. This class can be taken as a science elective. 
417481/417482  HORTICULTURAL SCIENCE
YEAR                            10,11,12  

This science elective will focus on the many aspects of the horticultural profession.  Students will be exposed to the growth and development of plants with a hands-on approach in the classroom and laboratory setting.  Various propagation methods will be discussed and used in producing and marketing a product for public sale. All facets of production in the horticultural industry will be discussed.***Pending B.O.E. approval***
COMPUTER SCIENCE
415000  INTRODUCTION TO COMPUTERS
SEMESTER
9,10,11,12
This class is the introductory course to using the high school network.  The main software used is Office XP.  Use of the high school network will be discussed, as well as general computer literacy and the introduction of the other software on the network.  Students would have only a general knowledge of the software and have only an introduction to the more sophisticated software offered on the network.   Prerequisite: Keyboarding 1.  NOTE: If a student completed “Computer I” at the middle school with a 70% or above, they do not have to take Intro to Computers before taking other computer classes at the high school.

The ability to competently plan strategies for choosing, acquiring, preparing and storing foods will affect overall health and wellness.

Units studied in this course include: Making Healthy Choices; Mental Health; Social Health; Nutrition; Physical Fitness; The Human Life Cycle; Diseases and Disorders; CPR; Preventing Substance Abuse; and FCCLA Facts/Information. This course is designed to meet Nutrition and Wellness standards as well as Health standards.


417100 CAREER EXPLORATION AND LEADERSHIP
SEMESTER
9,10,11,12

This course is designed to provide the student with an orientation to careers and occupational skills as well as leadership opportunities.  Students have an opportunity for personal analysis through inventories, by way of Choices Explorer and Planner, which enable them to discover abilities which are associated with various careers.  Through the analysis, students will be directed to research a variety of career clusters.  From those clusters and the research they will create a career investigation portfolio, as well as a job interview portfolio. Skills in the areas of leadership, parliamentary law, communications, grooming, social etiquette, time management and safety will be practiced.  Students will complete a job shadowing project either on site or via internet or telephone with a professional in the field which they are investigating.  They will collect examples of math, science, language arts and/or social science and explain how those academics fit into their prospective career.  They will create a time line with listing of classes and schools or post-secondary work which will allow them to achieve their goal.  They will also calculate the cost of reaching their career goal.  Students may also have an opportunity to help set up a job fair and may be contacting speakers to visit the high school to talk to the student body.  The final project will be the completion and the presentation of a “Career Investigation Portfolio” created according to and graded by the rubric in the National FCCLA STAR Event Manual.  Prerequisite: Introduction to Health and FACS. 

417030  ENTREPRENEURSHIP
SEMESTER
10,11,12
The entrepreneurship course is designed to practice the steps in planning, financing, and setting up a small business.  Students will have an opportunity to brainstorm ideas for business development and create a business plan which will promote their business.  Information from the creation of the business plan can be used in presentation at FCCLA contest.  Other entrepreneurial procedures which will be utilized and can also be used for contest include portfolios, job interviews, and life skills.  This class offers an opportunity to earn while you learn by participating in the in-class business, Tigeriffic Treats.  Prerequisite: Introduction to Health and FACS. 
Business Establishment Fee- $10.00
417050 SKILLS FOR LIVING
SEMESTER
9,10,11,12
This course examines an aspect of the family life cycle and, the decision making processes which must be made concerning societal and economic influences.  It serves as the Balancing Work and Family portion of the FACS program.  Areas which are covered during this class include careers, time management, budgeting in the areas of food, clothing, shelter, education, personal belongings, insurance, savings, contributions, and hobbies or entertainment.  Problem solving techniques are studied to encourage students to successfully combine the roles of family member and wage earner.  Opportunities are given for students to complete long range FCCLA projects for completion in the areas of: Family Ties, Families First, Interpersonal Communication, Take the Lead, Speak Out, Working on Working, community service and many others.  Prerequisite: Introduction to Health and FACS.



417000  FOOD SCIENCE
SEMESTER
10,11,12
Food Science provides an opportunity for students to investigate basic scientific principles as they relate to food production, nutrients, preparation, consumption, and safety. They will also research the career opportunities which are available through food science.  Since this course counts as a science credit students will be conducting scientific experiments in the classroom situation.  Through various projects, FCCLA will be integrated into this course.  Prerequisite:  Introduction to Health and FACS.


417090  PARENTING & FAMILY ISSUES
SEMESTER
10,11,12
Students have the opportunity to investigate various family structures, establishment and maintenance of relationships, preparation for parenthood and the various experiences of parenting throughout the family life cycle. Careers, family economics of the parenting years as well as safety and health care are discussed.  Students complete an “Empathy Belly” project and are involved in a simulated parenting experience by caring for “Baby Think It Over”.  They also are expected to complete projects in the areas of early childhood training, play, and education as well as implement projects involved with teen years the young adult and the aging adult.  Through various projects, FCCLA is integrated into this course.  Prerequisite: Introduction to Health and FACS.
417110  CHILD DEVELOPMENT
SEMESTER
10,11,12
Child development is one of the prerequisites to Entrepreneurship and Child Development Lab.  It covers the study of the child from birth to age six.  Topics covered include: day care planning, abuse/neglect and problems of working parents.  Students are asked to set up a day care schedule, visit a day care facility, prepare projects or activities in the areas of science, math, music, P.E., reading, art and geography. TECHNOLOGY EDUCATION
417200  INDUSTRIAL TECHNOLOGY
SEMESTER
9,10,11
      The purpose of this course is to acquaint students with some of the basic industrial processes through the study of drafting, woodworking and welding.  Students will learn how to use the concepts of drafting in order to communicate ideas and processes through the use of drawings. Students will learn basic welding skills.  In learning about welding processes and machines, students will cover planning, safety, occupations, methods, tools, and measurements.  Safe operation of woodworking equipment and basic woodworking construction techniques will provide the student with the knowledge and skills to build and apply finishes to woodworking projects.  Students are expected to pay for materials used in take-home projects.

YEAR

Cabinetmaking aims to develop proficiency in the use of all hand tools and power machines through building a wood project. Safety practices and procedures are discussed, demonstrated and stressed in all aspects of woodworking. The student develops an understanding of good furniture design, fundamentals of construction and proper finishing procedures. The pupil learns how to design and read a working drawing and make the project from the drawing. Students study and learn how to measure and purchase lumber. Students are taught the importance of wood products, what kind of wood to use in different projects, the finishing properties and workability of woods, where these different woods come from and their commercial uses. The course applies the AutoCAD LT program to mechanical, schematic, and architectural drawings.  Introduction to the Microsoft Windows graphical user interface and File Manager is also provided.   Prerequisite: Drafting & Design Technology 1.    Workbook Fee $15.00
AGRICULTURAL EDUCATION

417461/417462  AGRISCIENCE                               YEAR            

 9,10,11,12

This course will focus on the developing areas involved in agriculture.  Career options and leadership will serve to increase the knowledge of the participants and help them to become the leaders of their generation.  FFA will also be a true focus as this class acts as a transition course to see the different pathways available in agriculture with a hands on approach to learning.
417471/417472  ENVIRONMENTAL RESOURCES AND WILDLIFE       YEAR       9,10,11,12

This science elective deals exclusively with the individual and their impact on the world around them.  We will discuss their role in the ever changing world.  History will be focused on as well as predictions of what the future holds for our planet and its ability to sustain life as we know it.  Students will focus on the changing environment and make knowledgeable predictions of how the future is, was and can be impacted by our actions now. 





417411/417412  ANIMAL SCIENCE
YEAR
10,11,12
This course allows for the in-depth study of agricultural livestock.  Some of the topics will be nutrition, meat science, animal reproduction, genetics, health, marketing, and selection of agricultural livestock.  Students will learn the importance of record keeping and genetic improvement with the use of computers.  Some time will be given to the students to construct projects that will relate to their SAE (supervised agricultural experience) or to conduct a research project to extend their learning. Through this course the student will learn that proper care and selection of agricultural livestock will increase their knowledge of the animal and the profit that the producer will receive.  This class can be taken as a science elective.
417421/417422  PLANT AND SOIL SCIENCE
YEAR
10,11,12
This course allows for the study of plants and soils plus career opportunities that are associated with the production of plants and foods.  This course will study several areas including soil formations, fertility practices, soil conservation, land classification and home site evaluation.  The life, parts, identification, and reproduction of plants will also be studied during the length of the course.  Some time will be given to the student to construct projects that will relate to their SAE or to conduct a research project related to the course content to extend their learning.  Through this course the student will learn the requirements necessary to produce and market the agricultural crops plus the opportunities in agronomy. This class can be taken as a science elective. 
417481/417482  HORTICULTURAL SCIENCE
YEAR                            10,11,12  

This science elective will focus on the many aspects of the horticultural profession.  Students will be exposed to the growth and development of plants with a hands-on approach in the classroom and laboratory setting.  Various propagation methods will be discussed and used in producing and marketing a product for public sale.  All facets of production in the horticultural industry will be discussed.

417431/417432  AGRICULTURAL MECHANICS   
 YEAR                           10,11,12
This class is designed to cover various mechanical topics in agriculture.  Course content will focus on the areas selected for the FFA agricultural mechanics career development event for that year.  The course will also focus on shop and equipment safety, tool identification, as well as trouble shooting abilities.  Electricity and electrical wiring will also be highlighted.  Students will be allowed to construct projects and are required to have activities planned for lab time. This class can be taken additional times for credit. The events to be studied are the following:  Improvised Duet Acting, Duet Acting, Solo Acting Serious, Solo Acting comedy, Oral Interpretation of Poetry, Oral Interpretation of Prose, Informative Speaking, Persuasive Speaking, Extemporaneous Speaking.  Course may be repeated for credit.
411250  FINE ARTS HUMANITIES A 
SEMESTER

Fine Arts Humanities A (The Art of Stagecraft) focuses on designing and creating sets for theatrical performances and will include scale and perspective drawing, set painting, technizue, special effects design and basic stagecraft.  Additional technical designs for theatre will also be included.  Course may be repeated for credit.

SEMESTER

In Fine Arts Humanities B (The Art of Acting), students will learn how to create characters by use of voice, acting methodologies, and physicalization.  Additional appreciation of artistic theatrical endeavors will be studied from self-created scripts, multiple genres of published scripts and various productions.  Course may be repeated for credit.

Students may enroll in this class for first semester only or the entire year. SEMESTER/YEAR

Students will complete independent photography projects using the basic principles learned in Photography. The student will again be responsible for purchasing film and photography paper.  Students must have successfully completed both semesters of Photography and have permission of the instructor to enroll in this course.  Prerequisite: Art Foundations and Photography. *The estimated cost to students for fees and supplies is $50 per semester.*
418200 ART HISTORY & APPRECIATION
SEMESTER

This course will study the history of art and its impact on society.  Students will be responsible for research and written and oral reports.  This is NOT a studio class.  The creation of artwork will NOT be the focus of this class.  This course will fulfill 1/2 of the fine arts graduation requirement.
418501/418502  VOCAL MUSIC                         
SEMESTER/YEAR
  

9,10,11,12
Vocal Music will involve rehearsal of choral music spanning 200 years as well as extensive work on sight reading skills.   Through daily practice sessions the student will be involved in preparing for four public concerts (2 per semester) outside of school, culminating in the Regional and State Music Festivals.  The music used will include recent pop and jazz numbers as well as classical and religious literature.  All students will be divided into proper choral sections: soprano, alto, tenor, and bass.  It will be necessary for each student to sing privately for the instructor in order to have his/her voice properly placed in a choral section.  There will be a number of written tests in this class dealing with music terminology as well as semester written and vocal finals.  This class may be repeated for credit.  It is recommended students take the class for the full year although it may be taken as a semester course.
418511/418512  LAKESIDE SINGERS
YEAR
9,10,11,12
This is the top vocal performing ensemble at Jeff West.  Enrollment is restricted to up to 18 singers.  The student must have an audition with the instructor and then a selection of the members will be made.  All members will be expected, through open audition or at the discretion of the teacher, to sing small solo sections found in various songs the group performs. This group will perform 10-15 times outside of school, plus they will perform at all Regional and State Small Ensemble Festivals, State Large Ensemble Festival and all music concerts as well as graduation.  All singers will be responsible for purchasing matching outfits. Costs for performing outfit will run between $100.00-200.00 for a girl’s dress. Cost will be between $125.00-150.00 for the purchase of a tuxedo for a boy.  There will be a minimal number of written tests in this class dealing with music terminology as well as semester written and vocal finals.  This class may be repeated for credit.

418520  MUSIC HISTORY
SEMESTER
11,12
This class will deal with the growth and development of music from its inception to the present.  Through extensive study of the text and numerous taped and recorded musical selections the student will develop a good general understanding of why music has grown and developed like it has.  All students must have access, and be able to use, a tape deck at home.  This class may be taken for 3 hours of college credit.
418551/418552  BAND
YEAR
9,10,11,12
To enroll in Band, a student must have playing ability on a band instrument or consent from the instructor.  The band plays literature from all periods of music.  The band assumes different roles throughout the year, becoming a marching band, pep band, or concert band as the occasion demands. Band is a co-curricular activity, a band student has several opportunities for public performances.  By enrolling in Band, a student is making a commitment to participate in band activities outside of the school day.  These include marching band performances at all home football games on Friday nights and perhaps even a Thursday night, and at least one college band day on a Saturday.  The pep band plays on Tuesday and Friday nights for home games during basketball season.  The concert band performs three public concerts, competes in KSHSAA music festivals, and plays for graduation.  Participation in ensemble and solo performance is encouraged. There are many optional musical opportunities for a band student that excels in music.  By enrolling in Band, the student is eligible to participate in many musical activities throughout Kansas.

 418561/418562  FUNDAMENTALS OF INSTRUMENTAL MUSIC     

SEMESTER/YEAR
9,10,11,12
This course will give students the opportunity to explore different areas of instrumental music.  The student may work on solos, ensembles, music theory, composition or a secondary instrument.  This course is only available by instructor’s permission.
PHYSICAL EDUCATION

P.E. is designed to introduce students to a variety of activities that they can use to stay physically fit for a lifetime.  These activities may be individual, team, competitive, and/or cooperative. A Jeff West P.E. uniform is required.
419101/419102  WEIGHTLIFTING
SEMESTER/YEAR

9,10,11,12
Weightlifting is designed to create a balance between strength, flexibility, coordination, and durability.  The emphasis will be on weightlifting to enhance physical growth and development of muscle and bone mass, to prevent injuries, and to promote self-esteem.  A flexibility and agility program is also included to make a well-rounded conditioning program for the total individual.  Programs are available to allow flexibility in setting up strength training programs on an individual basis, according to the needs of each student. This class is an elective course that cannot take the place of the required P.E. class.  This class may be repeated for credit.

419121/419122  AEROBICS
SEMESTER/YEAR

9,10,11,12
This class is created to help individuals improve their personal fitness level and knowledge.  It will work cardiovascular endurance, muscular endurance and strength, balance, coordination and flexibility.  This class will improve the aforementioned concepts through step aerobics, aerobics, circuit training, toning exercises, written information, and other new fitness trends.   This class may be repeated for credit.

FOREIGN LANGUAGE
431001/431002  SPANISH 1
YEAR
9,10,11,12
Spanish 1 introduces basic vocabulary, grammar, and sentence patterns.  Students will work on all basic skills: reading, writing, listening, and speaking.  This course is recommended for students intending to pursue certain college curricula and/or those who have shown ability to achieve in English classes. 
431011/431012  SPANISH 2
YEAR
10,11,12
Spanish 2 begins with a review of structure patterns and progresses through more difficult language usages. Emphasis is on all four basic skills and cultural appreciation.  Prerequisite: “C” or better in Spanish 1 or instructor’s permission.
431021/431022  SPANISH 3
YEAR
11,12
This is a continuation of Spanish for those who have successfully completed Spanish 2.  Development of all four skills and cultural appreciation will be continued.  Prerequisite: “C” or better in Spanish 2 or instructor’s permission.
431031/431032  SPANISH 4
YEAR
12
This is a continuation of Spanish for those who have successfully completed Spanish 3.  Development of all four skills and cultural appreciation will continue.  Prerequisite: “C” or better in Spanish 3 or instructor’s permission.
OTHER CLASSES
429990  GIFTED ED - INDEPENDENT STUDY

This elective course will be open to juniors and seniors, upon approval of the teacher in selected core courses.  The goal is to provide extra assistance to students in these classes.  The peer tutor will take notes during lecture times, assist students during work time, and perform any other duties deemed suitable by the classroom teacher.   Peer tutors should have an affinity for the subject area and a genuine desire to help others learn.  Students need to be caring and responsible.  Good attendance is an absolute must!!  Prerequisite:  Instructor Permission.
1940  DRIVER’S EDUCATION
SUMMER
9,10,11,12
This course is offered during the summer only.  The student learns to drive and operate an automobile.  Rules and regulations covering the use of the automobile are also taught.  Two weeks of classroom time is devoted to work on how to drive/operate a motor vehicle and on the rules and regulations associated with this activity.  Actual time is spent behind the wheel of an automobile.  One-fourth (.25) unit of credit is given for this class.
