KANSAS CITY ASSOCIATED EQUIPMENT DISTRIBUTORS SCHOLARSHIP—awards up to four scholarships in the amount of $1000 each ($500 per semester).  Both men and women, attending a vocational/technical school, and pursuing a certificate or associates degree in Diesel Mechanics or Heavy Equipment Repair, eligible to apply.  Applicant must be enrolled as a full-time student for the fall semester of the year in which scholarship is awarded and be in good academic standing with a minimum 2.5 GPA or GED minimum score of 260. 	AMERICAN LEGION SCHOLARSHIPS DUE JULY 15
Dr. "Click" Cowger Baseball Scholarship  This $500 scholarship is awarded to a Kansan who has participated in American Legion Baseball. Applications must be received in Department Headquarters by July 15.

Paul Flaherty Athletic Scholarship  This $250 scholarship is awarded to a high school boy or girl who has participated in school athletics. Applications must be received in Department Headquarters by July 15.

 Kansas Junior Golf Scholarship—The Kansas Golf Foundation will award five scholarships in 2012. He was an ideal example of a member of the fraternity who demonstrated a strong level of commitment, enthusiam and compassion for his fraternity brothers. This one time award will be made to a qualifying incoming male freshman for the fall semester of 2012 who will attend Kansas State University.  To apply or be awarded this scholarship does not in any way bind the individual to join Delta Chi Fraternity.  To qualify for this scholarship, an individual should have a 3.0 GPA.
